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Pima Diabetes
You work for the Maricopa County, Arizona health department.  You have been tasked with developing a screening program to reduce diabetes prevalence among the local Pima Native American population.  The question is what risk factors should be screened for and which individuals would be likely candidates for more extensive lab screening, given limited funds.

Contraceptive Use
You work for an NGO operating in Southeast Asia.  They want to try and increase contraceptive use among rural populations.  However, they want to identify at-risk individuals, before launching into a sensitive topic.  A mobile or tablet app that field workers could take with them would be ideal.

Breast Cancer
You recently were contracted by the American Cancer Society to develop an application that clinicians could send data to (either mobile or the web) about breast cancer imaging results, that could assist them in making more accurate diagnoses (i.e. clinical decision support). 

Parkinson’s
You were hired by the American Geriatrics Society to develop a mobile app that can predict whether a person is at-risk for Parkinson’s disease based on vocal analysis of their voice.  This would be very helpful for geriatric clinicians working with early-stage dementia patients.
